2017 was a very busy year, with many fun filled events, that fostered learning and friend-
ships. I extend a heartfelt "THANK YOU" to all the families that have chosen our program. It is our desire
to provide the best of quality care to children by offering a low child to teacher ratio and an environment
that is enriching, both inside and outside the classroom. The "National Association for the Education of
Young Children" (NAEYC) sets the standards of quality, which we follow, and which continues to guide our
staff. Also, we are participating in the "Quality Counts” program, provided through the San Luis Obispo Child
Care Planning Council. This program will of fer our staff continued education opportunities, as well as stipends
for their professional and educational achievements.

The Fall Survey results are in. Overall, 92 % of the families were “very satisfied” and 8% were
“satisfied”, with our program. The two main reason why families chose our program was for socialization and
our location. The second two reasons were for our “low child to teacher ratio” and the age appropriate curric-
ulum. (See the attached summary for details). Thank you to everyone who turned in their survey.

Do you need extra care from time to time? If so, fill out an "Extra Care Form", then give it to
your child's teacher. She will then give it to me for approval. To assure space is available, 24 hour notice is
preferable.

Do you need to change your child’'s contract? We understand that changes occur for families. How-
ever, we do have a 30 day written notice policy that is required for families needing to make changes regard-
ing their child care needs. There is always movement in childcare and spaces for children in our program are
limited. With this policy in place, when a space does open up for another family, AGUMCC has ample fime to
notify a new family, so they too can join our program.
