 The children very much enjoyed the 
various fall and pumpkin-themed activities we 
did in October, culminating with the Pajama 
Day Party, which they were looking forward to 
the entire month.

Also, thank everyone 
for bringing a pumpkin to weigh and measure 
during the party. Our biggest pumpkin was 
over 5lbs, and our smallest pumpkin was barely 
6oz.

For the month of November, we are going to 
continue our fall activities but move our focus 
from pumpkins to acorns.
