Luke 11:1-13

1 One day Jesus was praying in a certain place. When he had finished, one of his
disciples said to him, “Lord, teach us to pray, just as John taught his disciples.”

11 Would any of you who are fathers give
your son a snake when he asks for fish? 12 Or would you give him a scorpion when
he asks for an egg? 13 As bad as you are, you know how to give good things to your
children. How much more, then, will the Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to
those who ask him!”
