5 Some of the disciples were talking about the Temple, how beautiful it looked with its fine
stones and the gifts offered to God. Jesus said, 6 “All this you see—the time will come when not
a single stone here will be left in its place; everyone will be thrown down.” 7 “Teacher,” they
asked, “when will this be? And what will happen in order to show that the time has come for it
to take place?”

16 You will
be handed over by your parents, your brothers, your relatives, and your friends; and some of
you will be put to death. 17 Everyone will hate you because of me. 18 But not a single hair from
your heads will be lost. 19 Stand firm, and you will save yourselves.
